Conditions of participation
Conference fee for foreign participants is 200 Euro (100 Euro for accompanying persons).

Registration fees for participants from Russia and other CIS countries, if paid before December 15, 2011, is 2000 rubles, for PhD students ( 1000 rubles, participation of undergraduate students is free.

After December 15, 2011, the registration fee for participants from Russia and the CIS countries is 2500 rubles, for PhD students ( 1200 rubles.

Registration fee includes the publication of the program and abstracts, coffee breaks.

Format for abstract submission: One-page abstract should be written in Russian or English in the format Microsoft Word 97-2003. Page format A4 (210x297 mm), the first paragraph is printed without indentation, and the rest is indented ( 25 pt, margins on all sides ( 25 mm, font ( Times New Roman, 10 pt, line spacing ( single. Links to the formula given in parentheses (1), the literature (font size ( 9 pt) ( in the square brackets [1]. Figures should be black and white, preferably in the format *.jpg, *.pdf with the captions (font size ( 9 pt). File with the abstract should be named as the main author's name with initials, for example, ivanovAB.doc.

Important dates:

It is highly advised to send the preliminary registration form until June 15, 2011. Abstracts should be received by the Organization Committee not later than October 1, 2011. Notification of acceptance will be sent within a month starting from the above date.

Further information on the conference will be presented in the second announcement, which will be sent out before November 1, 2011.
